All Around Excellence

Since its’ founding in 1952, San Marino High School has enjoyed a
national reputation as one of California’s finest high schools. The
2007 Academic Performance Index (API) was 911, placing SMHS
as the top scoring comprehensive high school in Los Angeles
County and seventh among comprehensive California high schools.

It is no wonder that Titan graduates consistently demonstrate a
high level of readiness for university success. Of 309 students in
the Class of 2008, 99.9% are currently college freshmen. 83%
selected 4-year institutions, 17% chose to attend a community
college, and <1% reported undecided.

In the Class of 2008, 97% of the seniors took the SAT 1 Reasoning
Test to achieve average scores of 581 in verbal, 601 in writing, and
645 in math skills.

It is also interesting to note that out of 309 graduates, 264 students,
or 85.8% of the class, completed all courses required for University
of California and/or California State University admission
requirements. Overall, 87.5% of all students were enrolled in
approved courses.

These are simply a few of the indicators that challenging and

interesting teaching and learning occur in an environment where
every student has equal access to excellence.
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
