Since there will be no part to read for, please come prepared 
to perform in character.  Do your research.  Learn your music and lyrics.  Choreography will be taught on the day of the 
audition.  Come prepared to dance in clothing that allows you to move.   
 
1.  EVERYONE who wants to be considered for a part in this play MUST attend either the Group 1 or Group 2 audition.  
We prefer you to sign up but walk ins are welcome.   All SMHS Students are welcome at this audition. 
 
2.  If you want to be considered for the part of ‘DANCER’, you must attend the 2:30 audition on the 11th as well as one of the 
group vocal auditions.  To play it safe, you should also attend Group 1 or 2 Dance audition unless you are currently in Dance 
Company or Adv. Dance. 
 
3.  If you want to audition for a specific part -Joseph, Lead Brother (soloist), Narrator, Pharaoh, ,Muse-, you MUST sign up 
for a singing/acting audition for the corresponding audition session on MONDAY, December 13.  See Blake to sign up.  For 
this audition you need to BRING IT!  You have 5 minutes to earn the part.  Good luck.

All lead vocal auditions will be done using AccompanEase.  This is a software that is made available to 
you by downloading the software to your computer.  Rehearse the sections of the songs that we will be 
using for the auditions.  The directions for downloading and using the software are listed below as are 
the audition songs and the measures/sections we will be using.

1. You will find a list of musicals.  Scroll down to “Joseph…” and click on the original version of 
either Mac or Windows depending on your computer. 

2. Follow the prompts to download the software. 
3. Click either the 'Authenticate' button at program launch or the 

'Authorize Full Version' button from the Trial player window. 

4.  Enter the *exact* following authentication details into the User
